1. It is a Haraam (grave sin) to eat, lick or taste sperm. This needs to be repented and refrained from.

2. Masturbation in Islam is forbidden. If someone performs this sin and ejaculation takes place, whilst in the state of Fasting then their Fast will break.

When a Fast is intentionally broken, a Kaffarah (Compensation) has to be made. The Kaffarah would include performing 60 Fasts continually for every one broken Fast.

After all, the Quran is a source of great Baraka and blessings. Ensuring that the couples’ new life begins with the Quran can only be a good thing. Therefore, such a practice would be categorized under ‘Mubah’, meaning permissible.

To assume that you cannot use any metal touch the hair (such as tweezers, razors etc) to remove unwanted hair, is incorrect. 
According to the Sunnah of the Prophet (S.A.W) every adult Muslim, as a part of keeping his body clean, should remove the hair on his pubic area and that which grows under his armpits. This hair may be removed through any method that one feels comfortable with. A person should not let this hair grow for more than (around) forty days, as has been reported in a number of narratives ascribed to the Prophet (S.A.W).

Allah (S.W.T) says in the Holy Quran that I will forgive all Sins except Shirk (polytheism – 
associating partners with Allah (S.W.T)). Therefore if one repents sincerely (Taubah Tun Nasuh) and keeps away from this path of Sin. Inshallah he will find Allah’s (S.W.T) mercy, and forgiveness. 


However moving back to your question, to make this relationship from Haraam to Halal (Allowed), the two people concerned can get married (providing there is no violation of Shariah i.e. woman is not already in a marriage, marriage is allowed between these two people according to Islam etc..)

In order to answer your question properly, I will break it down into two sub questions:
1. Can you explain to me, where Rasoolullah (peace be upon him) grave is situated? And also, where the Khulafah-e-Raashideen’s graves are situated?

Hazrat Abu Talha Ansaari (R.A) was responsible for digging the grave of the Holy Prophet (S.A.W) while Hazrat Ali (R.A), Hazrat Abbas (R.A), Hazrat Fadhl bin Abbas (R.A) and Hazrat Qashm bin Abbas (R.A) helped in lowering His (S.A.W) blessed body into the grave. 

(Madaaarij, Vol 2, Pg 442)
Hazrat Abu Dawood (R.A) narrates however that Hazrat Usamah (R.A) and Hazrat Abdul Rahman bin Auf (R.A) also helped lower the body. (Abu Dawood Shareef, Vol 2, Pg 458)
The Companions were initially divided regarding where to bury Rasoolullah (S.A.W). Some said He (S.A.W) should be buried in Masjjidun Nabawe, whilst others said that it should be in the general graveyard of Sahabah e Kiraam (R.A) (Jannatul Baqi).

Concerning this division, Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique (R.A) said, “I heard Rasoolullah (S.A.W) say once that a Prophet is buried in the same place where his death occurred.” Hazrat Abdullah bin Abbas (R.A) narrates, “After hearing this Hadith, the furniture of Sayyidah Aisha’s (R.A) Hujra (Apartment) were removed and the Prophet (S.A.W) was buried in a grave prepared inside.” (ibn Maajah, Pg 118)

Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique (R.A) passed away at the age of 63 and is buried next to the Holy Prophet (S.A.W) in Madina Shareef.

At the age of 63, whilst reading Fajr Namaz, Hazrat Umar e Farooq (R.A) was martyred (in Sajda) by a Jew, and is buried next to the Holy Prophet (S.A.W) and Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique (R.A).

At the age of 84, whilst reading the Holy Quran, Hazrat Usman Ghani (R.A) was martyred. He is buried in the blessed graveyard of Madina Shareef (Jannatul Baqi).

At the age of 63, Hazrat Ali (R.A) was martyred whilst going to the Masjid. He (R.A) is buried in the city of Najaf (Iraq).

2. And is it true, there was no Imam at Rasoolullah (peace be upon him) funeral and the Angels were the first to perform, and then family and friends? 
To answer this part of the question I am completely reliant on the works of Pir Karam Shah (R.A) compiled into the collection titled, Zia Un Nabi (S.A.W), Life of Prophet Muhammed (P B U H).(Vol 4, pg 531/4) 

The Prophet (S.A.W) had willed His Companions to put His cot all alone at the brim of His grave after having giving Him bath and shroud for sometime. Hazrat Muhammad bin Ishaque (R.A) reports from Ibn-e-Abbas (R.A) that the Companions of the Prophet did according to His will; they all came out of the chamber of the Prophet.

Afterwards, at first, the male and female member of the blessed family of the Prophet went in the chamber and paid Salat-o-Salam and then they offered the prayer. 

Then entered Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique (R.A), Hazrat Umar Farooq (R.A) and some other principal Companions (R.A) from the Ansaar and Muhajreen and they paid Salam to the Prophet saying:

“Aslam-o-Alyka Ayyohan Nabi-o-wa Rehmat Ullahhl wa Barkaato.”

All the Muhajreen and the Ansaar followed Hazrat Abu Bakr (R.A) and Hazrat Umar (R.A). They arrayed in the rows and offered the Funeral prayer without an Imam. Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddique (R.A) called forth the prayer and all who were present said, ‘Ameen’.

After the prayer, they went out and the fresh batches came in turn by turn that followed the women and then the children to offer the funeral prayer of the Prophet and then the slaves took their turn at the end. All the people offered His (S.A.W) funeral prayer in batches turn by turn and nobody acted as Imam.

All the Scholars are agreed to the fact that the funeral prayer of the Prophet (S.A.W) was offered without an Imam and wisdom behind it has been described as follows:








Since the Prophet was ‘Imam-ul-Awaleen’ and ‘Imam-ul-Aakhreen’, He (S.A.W) was alive, nobody could lead His funeral prayer.

If anything comes out of your front or back passage (apart from releasing wind), then your Istinja has to be repeated. The release of any impurity from the body from these passages will need a new Istinja. 

Istinja is to wash your private area at front and back removing any impurity. Impurities could be anything from urine, feces, period blood for women or sperm for men etc. Everything else that comes out of the body other then what comes out of your front and anal passage does not break Istinja, but that impurity must be purified separately.

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In the Haqooq (right of husband) the husband has right to demand sexual relation from his wife. In marriage this should be by means of invite and acceptance, especially as by doing this practice lawfully (within marriage and limits of Shariah) lead’s to reward. 

It is mentioned in AHadith that Rasoolallah (S.A.W) said “Just like having sex outside marriage is a Sin, having sex in marriage attains reward” It is related in another Hadith Shareef that : if a woman is busy cooking and her husband call’s her for sexual relationship (intercourse) then she should stop her cooking and fulfill his right first.

Here the husband must also consider that the wife must not be on her periods and is not suffering from an illness where performing sexual relations will be painful for her or make her further ill. 

It is also the duty of the husband to treat his wife with love care and compassion, and forcing falls out of the bounds of this duty.

If a husband is forcing himself on the wife then this means either lack of Islamic 
knowledge or a weakness in the relationship. The couple should work on these aspects to have a happy married life full of blessings. Marriage has to be based on mutual understanding and fulfillment of each others rights, not on demands and forcefulness.

It is permissible to study law for a young female as long as the study is performed within the laws of Islamic Shariah, i.e. no free mixing of students. The learning of ilm (knowledge) is encouraged in Islam, but not at sacrifice of any of Islamic practices, which take precedence over the knowledge gained. 

As far as career path is concerned, it become more difficult as a female to practice as a lawyer in certain countries as the legal system does not allow separation of the sexes. It would be difficult to avoid contact with Ghair Mehram who may be in position of judges and prosecutors furthermore client’s could also be Ghair Mehram and hence one on one confidential case work may be difficult to perform without breaking Islamic law. But again if Islamic law can be followed or your country of origin has a separated system for women to deal with women’s affairs then law may be practiced by a female. And Allah Azawajal knows best.

It is very good Mashallah that your wife reads Namaz which shows obedience to the 
commands of Allah (S.W.T). However she also needs to be made aware that Allah (S.W.T) has also ordered the wife to acknowledge the rights of her husband and be kind and pleasing towards him (and vice versa). 

It is imperative that each party plays their prescribed role within the relationship, in order to reach success in this world and the hereafter.

It is narrated in Hadith Shareef that anger is from the Devil, and in the state of anger one commit’s many sins and loses control over their actions (Al-Bukhari 7/99, Muslim 4/2015). 

To control anger please encourage your wife to recite Thauz with regularity.

Thauz is to recite: Aaoozu billaahi minash-Shaytaanir-rajeem.

Meaning: "I seek the refuge of Allah Almighty from the Rejected Shaitan (Devil)"

The two Sunnahs of Fajr Salaah (Prayer) are very important and highly stressed in Shariah. The Scholars in light of Hadith Shareef repeatedly emphasized that these should be read if missed due to joining Jamaat.

Moving to the second part of your question, yes you have heard correctly. These Sunnah cannot be read straight after Jamaat and would have to be prayed after sunrise, up until the start of Zawaal time (time in which Salaah can’t be performed). 

It is important to remember that If a person comes to the Masjid and the Jamaat 
(Congregation) has just started, then he should read the two Sunnahs before joining the Jamaat, as long as he knows he will be able to recite them quick enough to join the Jamaat. If he comes to the Masjid at a point so late that he knows he will miss the Jamaat should he read the Sunnahs, then he should join the Jamaat.

Yes in light of Islamic teachings the husband can look at his wife’s body. It is mentioned in a Hadith in Tirmidi Shareef that a Sahabi (R.A) asked the Holy Prophet (S.A.W) that which of our nakedness is allowed, and of which must we beware? Holy Prophet (S.A.W) replied, that guard your nakedness except from your wife. This establishes that both husband and wife can look at each other’s body. 
Foreplay to create intimacy leading to sexual intercourse between husband and wife is encouraged to fulfill each other’s rights and needs, providing this doesn’t violate Shariah. It is narrated in a Hadith that the Holy Prophet (S.A.W) said: “No one of you should fall upon his wife like an animal; rather let there first be a messenger between you. And what is that messenger? They asked, upon which He (S.A.W) replied, kisses and words. 

If the wife denies a request which leads to her husband not receiving his right, or vice versa then the one who is restricting (that which has been made lawful in Islam) will be Sinful.

In another Hadith it is stated in Muslim Shareef:”….and in man’s sexual intercourse (with his wife) there is Sadaqah (charity).” They (The Companion’s (R.A)) said. ”O Messenger (S.A.W) of Allah (S.W.T), is there reward for him who satisfies his sexual passion among us?” He (S.A.W) said: “Tell me, if he were to devote it to something forbidden, would it not be a Sin on his part? Similarly, if he were to devote it to something lawful, he should have a reward.”

Love between them will occur naturally after marriage.

This exact topic was discussed in detail in a lovely piece of work by Mufti Ahmed Yaar 

Khan Naeemi (R.A) in his work Ja Al Haq, (The Obliteration of Falsehood). I am basing my answer upon the work contained between pages 313 to 326.

Concerning graves of the Friends (Aulia) (R.A) of Allah (S.W.T) (which are visited by crowds of people who sit around the blessed grave of the Wali (R.A) to recite Quran Shareef, make Fateha etc.) to build a structure around the grave or dome, etc for the visitor’s convenience/ ease and to demonstrate the grandeur of the Saint is permissible according to Shariah. In fact this is proven by the Sunnah of the Sahaba (R.A). 
When Hazrat Uthman Ibn Mazoon (R.A) was buried, the Holy Prophet (S.A.W) placed a stone on the head side of the grave and said; “With this, we place the recognition of our brother’s grave and shall bury the deceased of our family here” 

(Mishkaat Shareef, Kitaabul Janaaiz, Baabud Dafn.) 

This Hadith proves that to preserve the recognition of a certain grave by making it a 

little high or strengthening it with stones, etc is permissible.

Shaikh Abdul Haq Muhadith Dehlwi (R.A) writes, “in the latter times due to the general masses being very perceptive to visible things, the construction of buildings on the graves of Mashaaikh and pious people increased based on wisdom. This is so that the honour and rank of the Saints become apparent to the Muslims, especially in India, as many Kuffaar and the enemies of the Deen are found here. These buildings and places proclaim the glory of the Friends (R.A) of Allah (S.W.T) and are a means of instilling awe within the hearts of the Kuffar. There are many things which were Makrooh but have become preferred (Mustahab) in later times” (Sharah Safrus Sadaat).

In the Holy Quran, Allah (S.W.T) has repeatedly stressed the virtue and importance of Salah. At the same time, He has offered a strong warning to those who perform it in a lazy manner. Allah (S.W.T) states in Para 30, Surah 107 (Maaoon): Ayah 4 & 5: “So curse be to those offering Salaah (Muslim Prayer); Who are Neglectful of their Salaah.” 
Translation taken from Kanzul Imaan by Imam Ahmed Raza Khan (R.A). 
Delaying the Salaah until the Imam goes into a Ruku is a serious insult to the sacred nature of Salah and the Quran. People should remember the words of the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), who encouraged Muslims to perform worship ‘as if you are watching Allah, and if you can do that, then He is (certainly) watching you.’

As a follower of the Ahle Sunnah Wa Jamaat, I have recently encountered a new Fitnah
from the misguided Wahabi/Salafi people that the Asalaamualaika Ayuhanabiu wa
rahamatulahi wa barakatuhu is Shirk (Maazallah). 
Can you put some light on this subject and evidence so we can prove them wrong? Also is the Tashahhud in the Quran as an Ayah?

Thank you for your excellent question on a very important matter. 
As far as I am aware, the Muslims you refer to in your question do not explicitly suggest that to say al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu wa Rahmat Allah wa Barakatihu in Salah is Shirk. Rather their argument is that these are the words that the Companions read during the lifetime of the Beloved Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him). After He (S.A.W) left this world, they read the words al-Salam ala al-Nabi, meaning ‘salutations upon the Prophet’, rather than ‘salutations upon you O Prophet’. Therefore they suggest that we too should read al-Salam ala al-Nabi rather than al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu.

Before answering this question, it is imperative that to note that the sayings of the Prophet 
(peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), namely His (S.A.W) Ahadith, are categorised 
into two categories, Ma’mul bihi and Ghair Ma’mul bihi. 
The former means a Hadith that is acted upon. For example, the Prophet (S.A.W) – as mentioned in a Hadith- kissed the Black Stone in the Haram Shareef. This is classified as Ma’mul bihi, meaning acted upon, since Muslims after him have too kissed the Black Stone.
A Ghair Ma’mul bihi Hadith is a saying or action of the Prophet (S.A.W) that is not acted upon, even though the narration may be deemed as authentic and even if the likes of Imam Bukhari have recorded it. For example, there is a Hadith that describes how some Companions drank alcohol before prayer. Quite clearly, this Hadith is Ghair Ma’mul bihi, or not acted upon. No Muslim today can justify the consumption of alcohol on the basis that it is mentioned in a Hadith that the Companions drank it.


Next, I will mention the various narrations on Tashahhud, as reported by the Companions of the Prophet (S.A.W). This will clarify what Muslims were ordered to recite in prayer.
‘Abd Allah ibn Mas’ud (R.A) reports that the Prophet (S.A.W) taught us to recite after two Rakaats; 

al-Tahiyatu li-Allahi wa al- Salawatu wa al-Tayyibatu al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu wa Rahmat Allah wa Barakatihu al-Salam Alaina wa ala Ibad al-Salihin, Ash’hadu al-La Illaha il-Lallahu wa Ash’hadu Anna Muhammadan ‘Abduhu wa Rasuluhu.
This Hadith was recorded by Imam Tirmidhi in his Sunan (Book of Salah, Chapter, what has been mentioned regarding Tashahhud; Hadith no. 266). In his own comments, Imam Tirmidhi (who adhered to the Shafi’i school of thought) added

‘[This Hadith has been recorded too] by Ibn ‘Umar, Jabir, Abu Musa and ‘Aisha. 
The Hadith of Ibn Mas’ud is the most authentic narration from the Prophet (S.A.W) regarding the Tashahhud. Upon this [Hadith] is the practice of the majority of the people of knowledge from the Companions (R.A), and the Successors (R.A) after them. This is [also] the [decree] of Sufyan al-Thawri, Ibn al-Mubarak, Imam Ahmad and Ibn Ishaq.
Hence, according to Imam Tirmidhi, the words to recite are al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu, and in his own words, this is the ‘practice of the majority of the people of knowledge from the Companions (R.A), and the Successors (R.A) after them.’ There is no suggestion from this esteemed scholar that the wording should differ according to the Companions’ time and those after them.


The same exact words of Tashahhud (i.e. al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu) are reported in the following places too; 

Sahih al-Bukhari,  Book of Azan,     Hadith no. 788
Sahih Muslim  Book of Prayer         Hadith no. 609
Sunan al-Nisai  Book of Tatbiq        Hadith no. 1150
Sunan Abu Daud Book of Prayer    Hadith no. 825
Sunan Ibn Maja Book of Establishing Prayer and its Sunans Hadith no. 889
Musnad Ahmad                               Hadith no. 3381/3439/3724/ 


All of these narrations contain the words al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu. To suggest that these words are Shirk is completely baseless, since these are the exact words taught to us by the Prophet himself. It is inconceivable that the Prophet could teach his Companions words that equate to Shirk. 
Undoubtedly, there is a narration recorded by Imam Bukhari in his Sahih that Ibn Mas’ud, in one report, said after mentioning the above words of Tashahhud, said,
…and when the Prophet (S.A.W) passed away, we said ‘al-Salam ala al-Nabi’[and salutations upon the Prophet] (Sahih al-Bukhari, Book of Permission, Chapter of holding by the hands).
Some Muslims suggest that on the basis of this narration, we should recite al-Salam ala al-Nabi (and salutations upon the Prophet), rather than al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu (Salutations upon you O Prophet).
There are several answers to this objection.
Firstly, in all of the narrations, nowhere do we find the Prophet (S.A.W) explicitly informing his Companions that the wording of the Tashahhud should be changed after he passes away. In fact, we find evidence to suggest that the Prophet (S.A.W) went to extreme lengths to ensure his Companions (R.A) did not change any part of this prayer. In an oft-repeated narration, Ibn Mas’ud (R.A) said that the Prophet (S.A.W) taught him the Tashahhud with the same exactness and accuracy as He (S.A.W) would teach verses from the Quraan.
Secondly, though the narration itself is authentic, it is not acted upon, or Ma’mul bihi. We know this because all the Hanafi Jurists in their Fiqh manuals prefer the wording of al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu. The likes of Imam Abu Hanifa (R.A) were obviously aware of the two contrasting words in the Tashahhud. But none of them gave preference to the wordings of al-Salam ala al-Nabi. 

As reference, I have checked the three most trusted and famous manuals of Hanafi Fiqh, Mukhtasar al-Quduri (Allama Abu al-Hasan, Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Ahmad al-Quduri), Nur al-Idah (Allama Abu al-Ikhlas Hasan al-Wafaid. 1069 A.H.) and al-Hidaya (Sheikh al-Islam Burhan al-Din Ali ibn Abu Bakr al-Murghanani d. 593 A.H.) All three have mentioned the wording of al-Salamu Alaika Ayyu al-Nabiyyu in the Tashahhud. 


As for your question as to whether Tashahhud is part of the Qur’an, it is not considered a part of it. As mentioned before, the Prophet (S.A.W) would teach his Companions (R.A) with the same accuracy and exactness as if he was teaching a verse from the Qur’an.


As a concluding note, it is worth remembering that the Muslims who make such objections are the same ones who (i) believe the Prophet (S.A.W) is physically and spiritually dead (ii) attempt to belittle His (S.A.W) exalted status and rank given to him by Allah (S.W.T) (iii) raise questions about the extent of his god-given knowledge.
